We welcome fun loving, well-socialized
canines to participant in this year’s “Tail End
of the Parade”.  However, we ask that dogs
and their owners follow the below rules.

• Dogs must be current on all vaccinations

• Dogs must have (and be wearing) a
current dog license

• Dogs must be leashed at all times

• (For the safety of your dog(s) and other
street festival visitors, choke, prong, and
spike collars are strictly prohibited)

• 

• No children under the age of 16 are
permitted to accompany a dog without an
adult with them at all times

• Aggressive dogs are not permitted on the
premises. Dogs must be removed
immediately at first sign of aggression

• Female dogs in heat are prohibited from
the Festival

• Do not stop the flow of the Parade with
the exception of a train passing through

• No performances (tricks) during the
Parade

• To keep children safe from moving
Parade traffic, do not throw candy,
beads, or other items to spectators

Please note that we hold the right to ask
anyone to leave the premises for any
reason.
